





Get Your Home Ready For Summer

things you can do, however, before you switch on the A/C, to make this summer even more comfortable and lower your
cooling bills.

Each changing season is a good time to check out all of the places your home is wasting energy. Maybe it’s time to head
into the attic and add some more insulation, and seal any cracks that may have developed around windows and door
frames. Check your air conditioning unit and make appointments for repairs before the weather gets hot and all the
repairmen are busy! Change air filters and make sure nothing is blocking the outside unit. Consider planting a shade tree
in front of the outside unit; this can reduce energy consumption 10-15%.

In addition to installing Champion Comfort® 365 Windows and Doors, there are several simple good habits that can
reduce your cooling bills substantially:
e Keep doors and vents closed in rooms that are not being used.
e Moving the thermostat from 73° to 78° could cut your cooling bills in half.
e Cook with smaller appliances, such as a toaster oven or crock pot, when possible.
e Replace incandescent light bulbs with compact fluorescents; they create less heat.
e Use a programmable thermostat.
e Turn on bathroom vents when showering to get rid of all that hot, steamy air.
e Make sure clothes dryers are properly vented to the outside.
e Install ceiling fans and use box fans inside the house; circulating air feels cooler.

Just a few easy changes to your home’s décor can make you feel cooler all summer long, and may
even reduce your dependence on the air conditioner.

¢ Switch dark-colored window treatments and accessories for whites, pastels, or cool green and blue.

¢ Drape sofas and chairs in light-colored sheets or slipcovers.

¢ De-clutter rooms for the summer, opting for simplicity and clean lines instead of the plush

and ornate.
e Rearrange rooms to maximize air circulation, particularly in rooms with lots of windows.
¢ Bring pots of blooming summer annuals inside for a temporary display.
